Once you've done your mileage build-up and completed several 25 to 30 km walks, the real work is done. About three weeks before the race you'll 'sharpen’ by cutting your
mileage back by anywhere from 1/3 to 2/3 of your normal workload to give your body a break from the long stuff and to work a bit more on your marathon goal pace. This is your
taper period. The goal of a taper is to ensure that you're well rested, but also to make sure you're 'sharp’ and fast.

Your main objectives in the weeks before the race are physical and mental rest, and glycogen storage, but you also need to keep active enough to retain fitness and flexibility.
One of the biggest mistakes first-time marathoners make is trying to do too much too late. Whatever training you've done is 'in there'. You can't do a whole lot to improve your
fitness in the week before a marathon, but you can beat yourself up and make yourself overtired and overtrained by trying to catch up on missed training.
